The course is represents a slight departure from the popular format of current steep skiing camps. Our course is to have a strong back country slant, operates under the umbrella of tour planning and focuses later on the technical aspects of skiing the actual steep terrain safely. Our client requirements dictate that the participant is already a very good skier. We will teach skiing techniques in steep terrain, but a strong component of the course is the actual judgment development. 

I can ski this, but should I? How do I make the call?
The actual progression of the technical components is condition dependent and Pro Guiding Service gives latitude to our guides who are teaching the course.

Here are the components that will be covered:
· Tour planning Formula 3 by 3

· Time calculations

· Slope steepness measurements in the terrain an on the map

· Considerations when translating steepness from map to terrain.

· Slope analysis with regional tour planning in mind.

· Analysis of objective danger and commitment level of a particular slope.

· Transceiver search

· Snow anchors and piton anchors

· Cornice management

· Rapelling into couloirs

· Landing place management in steep terrain

· Islands of safety

· Group management in steep terrain

· Actual skiing technique in steep terrain

· Pedal hop turn

· Balance and control

· In case of a fall

· More technical skiing (the terrain dictates the turn progression)
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
