Requirements:
Very good physical condition, advanced skiing ability.
Rental:
Please inquire at Pro Ski Service regarding rental. Many of the required items (skis, boots, skins, transceiver, harness, ice axe, crampons) can be rented at a very reasonable cost.
Deposit and Payment:                      
A 20% deposit will hold your spot. Full payment is due 20 days prior to departure of the trip. 

Cancellation:
Full refund until 30 days prior to trip date and 50% until 20 days prior to trip date. No refund after that. 
Driving directions to the Glacier Ranger Station:

Take Interstate 5 north to Hwy 542 in Bellingham and go east to the town of Glacier. Driving time is about 3 hours from Seattle. The ranger station is located about 0.5 miles east of town on the right hand side. 

Day one:
We will conduct a quick gear check at the Ranger Station and then drive up the Glacier Creek Road as far as we can and then get to the road via snow mobile or snow cat. This should make the tour to our first camp at around 6000 foot pretty easy. 
Day two and three:
Depending on weather and conditions we might summit on day two or on day three via the Coleman-Deming route. Possibilities for side excursions are plentiful. The Black Buttes, Thunder 



Glacier, Rooseelt Glacier, skiing in the trees. It will be fun.  
Day four:
The fourth day should give us enough time for a quick tour in the morning before we break down camp and head out. 
You can assume to be back in Seattle in the early evening. 
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
