Deposit and Payment:                      
A 20% deposit will hold your spot. Full payment is due 20 days prior to departure of the trip. 

Cancellation:
Full refund until 30 days prior to trip date and 50% until 20 days prior to trip date. No refund after the 20 day cutoff. Cancellations occurring after the refund period will void value of payment made unless the vacated space can be filled.
Driving directions to the Glacier Ranger Station:

Take Interstate 5 north to Hwy 542 in Bellingham and go east to the town of Glacier. Driving time is about 3 hours from Seattle. The ranger station is located about 0.5 miles east of town on the right hand side. 

Day one: 
From the ranger station we will commute together to the end of the road at 3600 feet. During this time of the year we might have to start touring at a lower elevation, so our tour through the forest and then up the lower Coleman Glacier to about 6500 feet could turn into a full day. 

Day two:
We will get up early and try to start out for the summit by 7am. The touring up to the Coleman-Deming Col is spectacular but moderate. The summit slopes are a bit steeper, but should not present any great problem. We should be able to reache the summit within 4 to 5 hours from camp. From the summit we ski the ascent route back to camp. After packing up camp we ski back down to the car and will hopefully have time for a well-deserved “bragging beer” on the way. We should be back in the Seattle area in the early evening.
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
