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Mt Shuksan - White Salmon Glacier Ski Mountaineering

The northwest face of Mt. Shuksan is one of the most photographed mountain faces in the United States due to its enormous local relief and spectacular ice falls. The White Salmon glacier gives access up the middle of this face and is one of the most direct routes to the summit. The directness of the route also makes the White Salmon an outstanding ski descent and a spectacular ski mountaineering experience.

Day one:
We will start this tour from the White Salmon Lodge parking lot at the Mt. Baker Ski Area. The first day will involve cross country travel to reach the White Salmon Creek basin and the lower flanks of the White Salmon Glacier.  We will set up our camp there and take in the view of our route as well as the impressive Hanging Glacier ice cliff, several thousand feet above the valley floor.  

Day two:
An early start will have us climbing the White Salmon Glacier up through Hell’s Highway to the base of the summit pyramid where 
we will leave our skis. After climbing to the summit, we will descend back to our skis and ski down our ascent route. The descent involves an exposed ski traverse of the lower Curtis Glacier, and several thousand feet of steep fall line skiing on the White Salmon Glacier, considered one of the Cascade’s premier ski descents.  We will finish the day by touring cross country back to the ski area parking lot.
