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Mount Waddington Summer Expedition
Mount Waddington (13,200 feet) seems destined to remain the hidden jewel of the Pacific Northwest.  The Waddington massif offers some of the best granite climbing on the continent in a setting that is unmatched in the region.  The area might be best described as a combination between North Cascades National Park and the Chamonix massif, yet with a landscape still in a wild and primeval state.  A 30 minute helicopter flight from White Saddle Air Base will bring us to the comfort of the Plummer Hut.  The Waddington Range is serious business. Anyone considering a Mount Waddington Climb should be well prepared and have substantial prior mountaineering experience.

Deposit and Payment:

Cancellation:
Full refund until 30 days prior to trip date and 50% until 20 days prior to trip date. No refund after the 20 day cutoff. Cancellations occurring after the refund period will void value of payment made unless the vacated space can be filled.
Day one:
We will meet at the White Saddle Air Base in the morning, conduct a final gear check and safety briefing. Once that is all done we will fly to the Tiedeman Glacier deep in the Waddington Range. We will ascend the easily accessible Rainy Knob on 

 

the lover flanks of the Bravo Glacier and establish camp. 
Day two:
Let’s get to it.  We will ascend the Bravo Glacier, the first of the three major sections of the climb. This heavily crevassed glacier will keep us busy all day. We will establish our advanced camp near Bravo Col (around 3000 meters) or ideally a bit higher in the Spearman Saddle (3200 meters).
Day three: 
Summit Day with a predawn start! We will follow the relatively easy South - East Ridge to the base of the Tooth at around 3700 and get on the rock. Depending on conditions the summit section could be relatively simple or extremely challenging. In perfect conditions the summit section goes at 5.7, but be prepared for some tricky mixed climbing. The summit height is 4020 meters. We should be back in camp by late afternoon. 
Day four: 
We will have to get started early again to make it back down to the Tiedeman Glacier in good conditions.

Day five to seven:
These days are reserved as weather days for the Waddington climb. If all goes as planned and we have extra time, we will ascend to the Plummers Hut at around 2700 meters and climb some of the spectacular Claw Peaks before “Mike the Man” from White Saddle Air picks us up.
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
