Drive Interstate 90 East to Snoqualmie Pass and take the West Summit Exit. Go left at the Stop sign and follow the Alpental Road to the uppermost Parking Lot. 

Day one:
We will meet at the uppermost parking lot of the Alpental ski area at 7:30 am. We will
do a tour of 4000 to 5000 feet of vertical (maybe the Chair

 Peak circumnavigation, Kaleetan Peak etc.). We will use the tour to review some of the principal 
skills taught in the Intro to ski touring course.  Please refer to the Course Curriculum of the Intro Course for further details. 

Day Two:
If conditions allow we will try to ski the Slot Couloir along with a side tour to the North Slopes of Snoqualmie Mountain. The size of this tour will dictate the main topic of the day. Transition efficiency. Terrain evaluation and decision making on the go are standard topics that will be an ongoing theme through the four days. 

Day Three:
Everything learned up to now will be applied in another tour.  In addition we will work with our compasses and topographic maps, GPS and apply prepared tour plans. 

Day Four:
Today we will conduct a tour and apply everything we learned so far. Course participants will be in charge. In addition we will conduct a multiple burial transceiver search and dig a full data snow pit. 

All the days include debriefing after the tour. The course program might change depending on weather, conditions, group strength, etc. The course curriculum is full and you can expect a full day every day we go out. 
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
